Veterans Day 
 

 Sunday, November 11, is Veterans Day, and it is an opportunity for us to thank all 
of those who have served in the military on our behalf. I have a brother in the armed forces 
and my grandfather served in World War II. I respect these men and am indebted to them for 
the sacrifices. If you served in the military you have my sincere gratitude.  
 There are many references in the Bible to the child of God being a soldier in His 
Army. The children of Israel had a military and they fought to defend their borders. 
Christians are instructed to wear their spiritual armor and make a defense against the forces 
of darkness (Eph. 6:10-18). In the Book of Revelation, battles are depicted being fought 
between opposing spiritual forces with the conclusion of an unquestioning victory by Jesus 
and his followers.  
 Consider some comparisons between Christians and veterans of our armed forces 
today. First, both serve in their duties as a form of sacrifice. The United States soldier 
sacrifices an opportunity at a more lucrative career, he sacrifices his health at the risk of his 
own life, and he sacrifices time with his family. We are grateful for the sacrifices our 
soldiers make. Christians are commanded to live sacrificial lives (Rom. 12:1-2).  Christians 
sacrifice worldly wealth, sinful pleasure, and self-will in defense of truth, righteousness, and 
a holy manner of life, even to the point of death in the line of duty (Rev. 2:10).  
 Second, both American soldiers and Christians guard their brethren. Part of the 
Warrior Ethos, an essential part of the US Army’s core values, is never leaving behind a 
fallen comrade. If the wounded on the field of battle still draw breath, an American soldier 
will do whatever it takes to get his friend to safety. As Christians we must have this same 
depth of love and sense of duty towards our fellow believers. We are fighting together 
against the same foe. Bickering and back-biting against our own teammates will get us 
nowhere. We can handle our differences in a loving, cordial manner. Let us be vigilant for 
our fellow Christian soldiers who are lying wounded and dying on the field of spiritual 
battle, and rush to their side with God’s comfort and aid. 
 Third, both our nation’s military and the spiritual forces of God are fighting for 
something better. Our armed forces fight for a better world. They fight to defend our nation 
and ensure peace within our borders. They fight to bring a better standard of life for 
oppressed people throughout the world. What countless good has been done by the 
American military for the people of this world, especially in the last 120 years! Let the same 
be said of Christian soldiers. Let us defend the Church, the spiritual Kingdom of God with 
all of our combined strength. Let us bring hope to the oppressed peoples of the earth through 
the preaching of God’s glorious gospel. And let us remember that we are fighting the good 
fight for an eternal, heavenly reward. We fight for something better. 
 As we take time to thank those who have served and are serving in our nation’s 
military, let us also take time to thank those who are serving God in season and out of 

season. We have Christian soldiers on every side of us who are laboring daily without any 
thanks. Pat each other on the back today, hug your comrade in arms, and smile because you 

know the victory has already been won.
